Any time you see an email that says “forward this  on to ‘10’(or however many) of your friends”, “sign this  
petition”, or “you’ll have bad luck” or “you’ll have good luck” or whatever - it almost always has an email tracker 
program attached that tracks the cookies and emails of those folks to whom you forward.  The host sender is get-
ting a copy each time it gets forwarded and then is able to get lists of ‘active' email addresses to use in SPAM 
emails or sell to other spammers.  These people don’t care how they get your email addresses - just as long as they 
get them.  Also, emails that talk about a missing child or a child with an incurable disease “how would you feel if 
that was your child” —- email tracking.  Ignore them and don’t participate!  Similarly, almost all emails that ask 
you to add your name and forward on to others are just another way to get names and ‘cookie’ tracking  
information for telemarketers and spammers — to validate active email accounts for their own profitable purposes.   
Do yourself a favor and STOP adding your name (s) to those types of listing regardless how inviting they might 
sound OR make you feel quilty if you don’t!  It’s all about getting email addresses and nothing more.   
HELP STAMP OUT SPAM!   Oh, yes, when forwarding use “BCC” not “TO.”
